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Reasons:

!!!! When you fail to login 5 times in succession, your account will be blocked. It is better to reset your password if you cannot recall it.
To start with online databases click on the link LIBRARY in the left side menu.

Then select link Online Databases in Quick links.

Here you can start searching databases sorted by title. Use the first option if you are not familiar with the content of particular databases. 

You will be asked to enter your username and password once again when you open the first database. Then you can switch freely between databases.
If you decide to search databases by title, read the brief description of each database first. Click on "Show me how to use database" to view a 3-minute tutorial when available.

Search techniques may differ, but it is always important to choose the keyword or keywords that represent your topic best. Try to use synonyms, if you are not satisfied with the results. 

Use Topic Guide or Subject Guide to see the list of subject terms. These are useful if you want to see all articles of relevance to a subject. It lists all subjects in which the words you search for occur. 

Limit the search to articles with full text when available, otherwise your results may contain just abstracts without full text.

Reading Full-Text eContent Online :
When you select a full-text eContent title to view, the online reader, a browser-based resource that includes built-in navigation tools developed specifically for full-text eContent, opens. The full-text of the eContent, and a navigation bar, display in the right-hand frame of the online reader. The view of this content area changes slightly depending on the format of the eContent you are viewing. If you are viewing PDF formatted eContent, you need the Adobe Reader plug-in. A tool palette displays in the left-hand frame of the online reader. The title of the eContent appears in the Open Items area under the logo in the top left corner. If you have multiple items open, you can switch between items by selecting a title from the drop-down menu and clicking "Go." You can close the current item by clicking the Close Item link after the current title.The navigation bar tools (located in the right-hand frame of the online reader) let you control the display options or to navigate within the full-text eContent. How to find company and industry information
A. NetAdvantage

1. Click on the database NetAdvantage
2. Click on the Industries button at the top of the page

3. On the Industry Research page, click on the drop box for Industry Surveys, select your industry, and click on the orange button with the forward arrow.  

Note:  the most current report will be shown, but older reports (1998-2003) are available.  Just click on the Archived Surveys  drop box at the top of the page and choose your date.

B. ABI/Inform Trade and Industry

1. Click on the database ABI/Inform Trade and Industry
2. Enter your company name in the first search box (e.g. Goodyear), click on the All Basic Search Fields drop box to the left, and select Company
a. Note: If it is a well known company, you will find many articles written about it.  To narrow your focus, add another keyword in the other search boxes (e.g. management, finance, marketing, etc.).  You can also limit your search by date range, by full text articles only, and by peer review (scholarly) articles.

C. Lexis Nexis Academic 

1. Click on the database Lexis Nexis Academic 
2. Click on the Business link on the upper left corner and select the link for the information you need

a. Company Profiles
b. SEC Filings: EDGAR filings, annual & quarterly reports & proxy statements

c. Accounting: Accounting journals & literature

d. Country Profiles: Find companies based on a variety of criteria

How to find financial information
A. Obtaining company stock information 
Select the database Morningstar Investment Research Center. It obtains 1,900 stocks, 2,100 funds, and more than 150 ETFs.
1. Choose from Stocks, Funds, ETFs, Industries, Portfolio X-Ray or just enter Ticker or name to get a report. 

2. You can also click links to go to a list of Fund, Stock Recommendations or Stock Analyst Reports.
3. In the Industries‘ section, click the link of your choice to get return information on indexes, industries, sectors or fund categories. Also download PDF reports on sectors located in the left column of any Industry page.

4. In the Portfolio X-Ray section you can check your asset allocation, sector weightings,and more.
B. Obtaining company stock information

1. Select the database NetAdvantage
2. On the left side, click on the link to the stock information you want (e.g. Stock Guide closed-end funds, common, convertible-preferred, mutual funds, preferred, warrants, Stock Reports, closed-end funds)

3. Type in the name or ticker symbol of the stock/fund and click search

a. If you don’t know the name or ticker symbol of the stock/fund:

(1) Click on the blue LOOK UP button for a list of industries 

(2) Select the industry you want, click on the blue ADD button, scroll down the screen and click on the dark blue GO button
